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WHAT YOU CAN DO TO HELP US

(1) Only take checks from individuals who provide a photo I.D.
matching the name on the check.

(2) Submit any bad checks to us within 30 days. Remember the
longer you hold the check the harder it will be for us to help
collect on the check and ensure successful prosecution of the
crime.

(3) Be careful not to accept bad checks from the same people
twice.

(4) Establish policies and procedures for accepting checks at your
business and properly train employees to follow such policies
and procedures.

a. At a minimum, keep these things in mind:

I. Have the employee who accepts the check note
his/her initials on the check.

li. Have employees compare the photo on the I.D. to
the individual passing the check

lii. Do not accept post-dated checks

Iv. Be careful about accepting out-of-state and out of
town checks. Obtain a local address on all such
checks whenever possible (this can be very
important when the individual is in the military)

(5) Participate in our “Banking and Business” council as a means
of sharing ideas about these types of issues with others
throughout our county.
