A meeting of the Board of Trustees of Sanifary and Improvement District No. 81 of Sarpy
County, Nebraska was held on November 15, 2010, at 7:00 o’clock p.m. at Springfield Memorial
Library, 665 Main St., Springfield, Nebraska.

Present were: Chairman Ken Rudie and Trustees Renae Kelly and Brian Wallman.

Absent: Clerk Joseph Volpert and Trustee David Kelly. |

Also present: Engineer Brett Wewers water system operator Gerry Gutoski, Brad Harris of
‘Layne-Western, attorney Larry Forman and one District resident.

Notice of the meetmg was glven in advance thereof by publication in The Papllhon Times
“onNovember 11, 2010, and the attorney presented proof of publication of said notice, a copy of said
proof of publication being attached to these Minutes. Advance notice was also given to the members
of the Board of Trustees and a copy of their acknowledgment of receipt of such notice is attached
to these Mlnutes Notice was also given to the County Clerk of Sarpy County, Nebraska per the
attached Certificate of the Officers of the District. Avallablhty of the agenda was communicated in |
the advance notice and in the notice given to the Board of Trustees and to the County Clerk. All
proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

| In the absence of the Clerk, Brian Wallman was designated Acting Clerk for purposes of tnis
meeting. | ’ -

The Chairman stated that the first item of business on the agendaAwas an announcement :
regarding compliance with the Nebraska Open Meetings Act. He stated that in compliance with the
Act,a eurrent copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was available for review on the wall of the
room in which the meeting was being held. | ' '

The Chairman stated that the next item of business on the agenda was approval of the
minutes of the meeting of October 18, 2010. After brief discussion, the minutes were approved as

submitted.



The Chairman stated that the next item of business on the agenda was resident concerns. .
Trustee Renae Kelly presented a small pl%Lstic bag containing a bit of debris caught on a faucet screen
- at the Hamilton Kennedy residence. Water system operator Gerry Gutoski reported that he had also
visited that home in‘response to a call from the property owner. Engineer Brett Wawers stated that
he had visited the home of Lorin Mock in response to a request by Mr. Mock to inspect the water
situation at that home. The Chairman stated that the south water well would be discussed in more
detail later in the meeting.

The Chairman stated that the next item of business on the agenda was the report of the water
system operator. Gerry Gutoski of Providence Group, Inc. stated that Anchor Construction Co. had
compicted work at the terminus of the 'vs)dtcr line in Jennifer Street. He stated that bars have now
been installed on fhe windows of the nérfh well house and he advised the Trustees that the cost for
this work’,may be reimbursed by a grant from Homeland Security. He stated that a ‘signiﬁcant
number of water samples had been submitted for testing and anaiysis dﬁring the past month. Fire
hydrants fhroughout the District have now been painted. A significant amount of work was done on
the north well while Brad Harris and the crew from Layne—Western were working on the sbuth well.

The Chairman stated that the next item of business on the agenda was the Engineer’s report.
Engmeer Brett Wawers reported as follows: »

A. Water Dlscoloratlon Problem. Mr. Wawers reported that the hydrant has now been
fixed at the end of Jennifer Street, with some fowl material be extracted from the dead-end of the
~ piping during the course of the performance of this work. After finishing that work, representatives
| of Anchor Construction began similar work at tfle end of Keily Street bﬁt were unable to locate the

end of the water line. One of the owners of property near the Supposed end of the line does not want
anew hjdrant located on his property. Even if the line is extended and a'ﬁydrant is added, that may
‘not entirely solve the problem if the actual end of the line is loc';ated beneath a driveWay Mr.

Wawers stated that three bids has been recelved if this work is to continue, with the low bid of
- $4,100.00 being submitted by Randy Raebek with the work to con31st of cappmg the line and
extending a copper water line through the stop box and to the adjacent house. Mr. Wawers
’ suggestéd in view of the District’s overall ﬁnanéial condiﬁén’, the better‘option might be to do

nothing, especially in view of the fact that the homeowner at the end of the line has had no problem

with water:discoloration at his home. Mr. ‘V’Vaw'er's‘ stated that‘in response to a call from Lorin Mock,
he had met with Mr. Mock at his home and had observed debris in a stool. A water sample has been
submitted to A & L Labs for analysis and a report will be made to Mr. Mock and the Board Members -

" as soon as the analysis is complete. Mr. Wawervs added that no problem has been encountered with
the north well during thé‘past two or tjmree years. | |

B. Water production costs. Mr. Wawers stated that he has nothing further to report '
since compiling the hand-out that was circulated at the October meeting. The biggest variable
among co;sts being incurred involved the amount of time spent by Providence Group, Inc. dealing
with issues involving ‘the south well. If and v;'hen th¢ problems with that well are resolved, the
extraordinary costs incurred with 'Pro'vidence Group over the last couple of years should be
eliminated, allowing the District to more closely deﬁné water productibn costs to be incurred in the
future. Water charges for SID 23 and SID 419 were‘ briefly discussed for comparisoh purpoées but
the Board concurred with Mr. Wawers’ suggestlon that costs compansons wr[h other systems be
delayed pending resolution of the ongoing issues with the south well.

C. Street repairs. Mr. Wawers reported that the contractor recently completed the
routing aﬁd sealing work. In addition to the areas marked for attention during the current year, the
contractor also rechecked those areas repaired duﬁng 2009, performing additional routing and
sealing work on a significant nurﬁber of those areas at no extra cost to the District.

The Chairman stated that the next iter_ﬁ of business on the agenda was the report of Layne-
‘Western. Brad Harris, account manager for Layne-Western, distributed to the Trustees copies of his
lettef dated November 15, 2010, a copy of which is attached to theseé minutes, detailing a number
of steps recently taken by Layne-Western in its continuing attempts to eliminate the water
discoloration problem from the south well. Prior to reviewing the content of that report, Mr Harris
discussed bﬁeﬂy ‘problems which can be encountered when water within a contained wa_tef system
which has been'running continually in one direction for an extended period of time is subjected to
a reveréc flow process. vH-e stated that this ‘prvocedure has been observed to have the effect of
dislodging substances which have formed on the inside walls of water pipes while water is flowing
in the oﬁginal direction. Mr. Harris continued with an extensive rpview of the steps taken with

regard to the south well as outlined in the November 15, 2010 report. He also submitted to the

_3.‘...



Engineer two CD’s of a TV inspection of the well apparatus, explaining that the TV inspection was -
performed after the pump had been pulled. He stated that part of the ongoing problem with the well
rmght relate to the fact it is not worklng as hard as it should to produce the de51red results. The
Attorney explamed that while the Trustees were apprematlve of the continuing efforts by Mr. Harris
to resolve the discoloration problem steps needed to be taken to assure the District and its taxpayers
that the warranty period on the well would not expxre prior 0 resolution of the ongoing discoloration
problem. Mr. Harris indicated that he would be willing to glve the District his commitment that he
would continue to work to rectify the current situation. The Attorney explained that while such a
gesture wduld be appreciated, the commitment on behalf of Layne-Western would need to come
from the CEO of Layne-Christensen Company." He stated that the commitment could be in the form
~ ofa tolling agreement or d forbearance agreement whereby the duration of the standard two-year
warranty from the date of acceptance of the finished well prOJect would be extended to allow time
for the current issues with the well to be resolved to the satisfaction of the Board. Mr. Harris stated
that he would approach the appropriate company officials to verify their willingness to undertake
such a commitment. Thereafter, Mr. Harris departed the meeting. Extensive discussion ensued
concerning the wisdom (or lack thereof) of any extended commitment on the part of the contractor
' ._ that did not include an extended commitment on the part of ite bonding company. Engineer Brett
. Wawers suggested that the Distriet should require the bonding company to consent to and approve
any such arrangement, thereby backing up any commitment By the company with the contihuing
obligation of the bonding company to provide the District with additional protection in the event of \
the financial failure of Layne-Christensen Company. During the discussion that ensued, it was
determined that the Attorney should contact Mr. Harris to request a two year extensioﬁ of the current
, bond to provide adequate protectlon to the District in lieu of any agreement with Layne-Western or
Layne-Christensen Company which would not be inclusive of an ongoing commitment from the
bond company. The Attorney stated that he would contact Mr. Harris to suggest this alternative.
The Chairman stated that the next'item of business on the agenda was the Attorney’s report.
Larry Forman stated that since disf:ussions had already been held on Layne-Western’s commitment
to resolve the water discoloration problem, his report would be limited to budget tracking. He stated

that Jeanine Milne of Milne Company has been presented with samples of budget tracking reports

Dear Larry,

Layne has completed the cleaning of the new well at Fairview Heights S.LD. 81. We have collected two

bacteria samples late last week and submitted them to the State Board of Health. Once we get two clean bacteria '

samples, the well can be turned on to the system for domestic use. The well received a major cleaning which
involved several steps. We added one step from the original plan based on the down hole video of the well.

STEP 1 — The pump was pﬁiled and inspected. The pump column pipe. was high pressure spray washed to
remove any mineral build up. The pipe was then sprayed with a chlorine solution.

STEP 2 - A down hole T.V. survey of the well was completed. There was some mineral build up on the well
casing but nothing very unusual. The well screen had little mineral build up but had some slots that appeared
plugged with clay looking material. The chemicals would have little effect on this type of material so we order
some Sonar — Jet charges to add to the cleaning.

STEP 3 — A wire brush was run up and down the entire length of the well. The loosened material was removed
- from the bottom of the well. ’ '

STEP 4 - A 1000 gallon solution of QC-21 cleaner was injected into the well. This was surged with a surge block
and left in overnight. We surged again the next day. A Layne test pump was installed and the chemical was
pumped to waste. The chemicals were neutralized before discharge. This step removed a large amount of mineral

build up. A .

'STEP 5 — A 1000 gallon solution of Layne bactericide was injected into the well. This was surged with a surge .
block and citculated around the well with a Layne test pump. , L
_ pflue56 .

STEP 6 — We then did a Sonar- Jet treatment to the well screen. This is a patentel process which uses high
frequency sound to loosen mineral build up. We then followed this up with a surging. A Layne test pump was
installed and the well was again flushed to waste. The well pumped very dirty and removed a large amount of
loosened material. '

STEP 7 — We finished the cleaning with another 1000 gallon of Layne bactericide. The chemical was surged and
left in the well. The pump and column pipe was sprayed down again with chlorine and installed in the well. The.
bactericide was flushed to waste and two bacteria samples were taken.




When we were pumping off the last chlorine treatment the pump was pumping from above the well
screen to duplicate the permanent pump setting. When the well was pumping clean we then lowered the pump
into the middle of the 40° of well screen. At this point the well pumped dirty and had a very strong chlorine odor.
It seems that the bottom of the well does not move any water when the pump is pumping above the well screen.
This makes a dead area that does not keep fresh water moving into the well. We lowered the suction pipe of the
pump so the intake would be in the middle of the screen. This should make the entire well screen work to keep
clean. I still believe we need to continue flushing the well. We.will be doing this during the week. After it sat all
weekend I started it today and got a slight yellow color from the well. I collected a sample and sent this to the
Kansas lab. I should have the results in a week. I continue to start and stop the pump without any further
discoloration. S '

At this point I need to see the results of the last sample. If the board is worried about the warranty I am
prepared to extend it if needed or add a couple follow up chlorination’s if the sample results show this is needed.
The flushing this week may be all that is needed. '
