On July 10, 2012, bids were opened during the Sarpy County Board of
Commissioners Meeting. Sarpy County received one bid from Sta-Bilt
Construction Company of Harlan, lowa, with a Base Bid of $ 87,761.60. The
Engineer's Estimate for the project Base Bid was $87,960.00. There were some
discrepancies between two of the bid items in comparison to the Engineer’s
Estimate, however the fwo items balanced out to have a total bid price below the
Engineer's Estimate. Due to the small size of the project and the low availability
of contractors with expertise of this type of roadway work, some variability with
bid item costs is to be expected. The two Alternate Bids were for work requested
by the City of Gretna. Upon review of the alternates, the City of Gretna does not
wish to pursue either at this time. '

Therefore, the Sarpy County Engineer recommends the Base Bid from Sta-Bilt
Construction Company of $87,761.60.

CONTRACT AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into in TRIPLICATE by and between Sarpy County,
Nebraska hereinafter called County, and Sta-Bilt Construction Company hereinafter called
Contractor.

In consideration of the following mutual agreements and covenants, it is understood and
agreed by the parties hereto that:

1. The Contractor does hereby agree to undertake and construct Sarpy County Project
Double Armor Coat, Fairview Rd. from Railroad Tracks to 222nd St. and 57th and
LaPlatte Rd., 0.4 miles North Project No. C-77 (11-08)

Also referred to hereinafter as work, in accordance with terms and provisions hereof
and subject to the quality provisions in the accepted Proposal of Contractor for the sum
of Eighty Seven Thousand Seven Hundred Sixty One Dollars and Sixty Cents ($87,761.60)
under penalty of Performance, Payment and Guarantee Bond.

2. The Contractor shall conform with the applicable plans and specifications, applicable
Special Provisions and any applicable change order or addenda pertaining thereto or to
this Contract, all of which by reference thereto are made a part hereof. Applicable
notice to bidders, Instruction to bidders, Bid Proposal of Contractor, Resolution
awarding this Contract, the Performance, Payment and Guarantee Bond and all
proceedings by the governing body of the County relating to the aforesaid work are
made a part hereto by reference thereto.

3. The County agrees to pay the Contractor in accordance with the provisions of the
specifications, the accepted Proposal of the Contractor and the provisions of this
Contract.

4, All provisions of each document and item referred to in Paragraph 2 above shall be

strictly complied with the same as if rewritten herein, and in the event of conflict
among the provisions of said documents, the provisions most favorable to the County
shall govern, and substitution or change shall be made except upon written direction,
the form of which shall be written “Change Order” of the County; and substitution or
change shall in no manner be construed to release either party from any specified or
implied obligation of this Contract except as specifically provided for in the Change
Order.

5. The Contractor warrants that it has neither employed nor retained any company or
person, other than bona fide employee working for Contractor to solicit or secure this
Contract, and that Contractor has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person,
other than a bona fide employee, any fee, commission percentage, brokerage fee, gift
or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of



this Contract. For breach or violation of this warranty, County shall have the right to
annul this Contract without liability, or in its discretion, to deduct from the Contract
price or consideration, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee, commission,
percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

County and Contractor promise and agree to comply with all Federal and State laws and
County ordinances, and such other rules and regulations as may apply to this Contract,
including but not limited to: the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (29 U.S.C.A.
12101, et seq.); the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C.A. 701, et seq.); and the Drug
Free Workplace Act of 1988 (41 U.S.C.A. 701, et seq.). Furthermore, pursuant to Neb.
Rev. Stat. 73-102 Reissue 1990), County and Contractor declare, promise, and warrant
that they have and will continue to comply fully with the Title VI of the Civil Rights Act
of 1964 as amended (42 U.S.C.A. 1985, et seq.); and the Nebraska Fair Employment
Practice Act, Neb. Rev. Stat. 48-1101, et seq., (Reissue 1993), in that there shall be no
discrimination against any person who is employed in the performance of this Contract,
or against any applicant for such employment, because of age, color, national origin,
race, religion, creed, disability or sex.

The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless Sarpy County, its officers, employees,
agents and representatives from all claims, suits or actions of every kind and character
made upon or brought against the said Sarpy County, its officers, employees, agents
and representatives for on or account of any injuries or damages received or sustained
by any party or parties by or from the acts or omissions of the said Contractor or its
servants, agents, representatives and subcontractors, in doing the work herein
contracted for or by or in consequence of any negligence in guarding the same or any
improper material used in its construction or by or on account of any act or omission of
said Contractor or its servants, agents, representatives and subcontractor or its
servants, agents, representatives and subcontractors arising out of any manner
connected with the performance of this Contract, and also from all claims or damage
for infringement of any patent in fulfilling this Contract.

Insurance Requirements

The Contractor shall not begin work under this Agreement until all insurance
certificates have been filed with the Sarpy County Clerk.

The following insurance coverages shall be kept in force during the life of the
Agreement and shall be primary with respect to any insurance or self-insurance
programs covering the County, its commissioners/supervisors, officials, agents,
representatives and employees. These insurance coverages shall specifically state, or
be endorsed to state, that thirty (30) days notice shall be given to the County in the
event of cancellation of, or material change in, any of the coverages.



Worker’s Compensation and Employers Liability Insuruance

The minimal acceptable limits shall be the statutory limits as required by the
State of Nebraska for Coverage A, Workers’ Compensation and $500,000 each
accident for Coverage B, Employers Liability.

Commercial General Liability Insurance

Coverage should include broad form coverage written on a commercial general
liability form and written on an occurrence basis. The coverage must protect
against claims for damages resuiting from bodily injury, including death,
personal injury and property damage.

The minimum acceptable limits of liability shall be $1,000,000 each occurrence.
If the coverage contains a general aggregate, such limit shall not be less than
$2,000,000. The products/completed operations limit shall not be less than
$2,000,000. The County is to be named as an additional insured on the
insurance coverage required under this section.

Automobile Liability Insurance

Coverage shall be against claims for damages resulting from bodily injury,
including death and property damage, which may arise from the operations of
any owned, hired or non-owned automobile. The minimum acceptable limit of
liability shall be $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for each accident. The
County is to be named as an additional insured on the insurance coverage
required under this section.

Certificate of Insurance

The Contractor shall furnish the County with a certificate(s) of insurance
evidencing the coverage required in this section. If the certificate(s) is shown to
expire prior to completion of all the terms of this Agreement, the Contractor
shall furnish a certificate(s) of insurance evidencing renewal of its coverage to
the County.

The Contractor shall require each and every Subcontractor performing work
under this Agreement to maintain the same coverages required of the
Contractor in this Section, and upon the request of the County, shall furnish the
County with a certificate(s) of insurance evidencing the Subcontractor’s
insurance coverages required in this section.

e. Property Insurance

During the term of the Contract all responsibility for maintenance of property
insurance on the work remains solely with the Contractor who shall as a
minimum requirement obtain a “All Risk” Builders Risk insurance policy or an
installation floater which includes on-site and transit coverage, in addition to
“damage to property of other” coverage with sufficient limits to cover the value
of the material, equipment and/or machinery involved under this Contract.

f. Insurance Company

All insurance coverages herein required of the Contractor shall'be written by an
insurance company or companies transacting business as an admitted insurer in
the State of Nebraska or under the Nebraska Surplus Lines Insurance Act. All
insurance companies must possess a minimum A.M. Best Insurance Company
rating of A-. Upon request by the County, the Contractor shall furnish evidence
that the insurance company or companies being used by the Contractor meet
the minimum requirements listed in this section.

Upon request by the County, the Contractor shall furnish the County with
complete and accurate copies of the insurance policies required within this
section. If at anytime during the life of this Contract, the Contractor’s insurance
coverages and limits do not meet or exceed the minimum insurance
requirements presented in this section, the Contractor is required to notify the
County of any deviations from the minimum requirements presented in this
section.

The Contractor shall pay to the Unemployment Compensation Fund of the State of
Nebraska unemployment contributions and interest due under the laws of the State of
Nebraska on wages paid to individuals employed in the performance of this Contract,
and shall submit to Sarpy County written clearance from the Commissioner of Labor of
the State of Nebraska certifying that all payments due of contributions and interest
which may have arisen under this Contract have been paid by the Contractor or his
subcontractor, to the State of Nebraska Unemployment Compensation Fund. Payment
of the final five percent (5%) of the total amount of the Contract shall be withheld until
this provision have been complied with as required by Section 48-657 R.R.S. 1943, as
amended.

The Contractor shall not, in performance of this Agreement, discriminate or permit
discrimination against any person because of race, sex, age or political or religious
options or affiliations in violation of federal or state laws or local ordinances and further
the Contractor shall comply with Sarpy County ordinances pertaining to civil rights and
human relations.

The Contractor shall procure a policy or policies of insurance which shall guarantee
payment of compensation according to the Workmen’s Compensation Laws of
Nebraska for all workmen injured in the scope of employment; and further agrees to
keep said policy or policies in full force by the Contractor throughout the term of this
Contract. Certificates of insurance or copies of policies if required by any department
of the County, shall be filed by the Contractor with Sarpy County.

Except as may otherwise be required by applicable law payment of any balance due to
the Contractor under this Contract shall be made by the County to the Contractor upon
completion of the Contractor’s work and obligations in accordance with the Contract,
upon acceptance thereof by the County, and upon submission of certificate by the
Contractor in accordance with Paragraph 11 above. No payment by the County shall in
any way constitute any waiver of any rights of Sarpy County.

Pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. 23-3113 (Reissue 1991), the Parties hereto declare and
affirm that no officer, member, or other employee of the County, and no member of its
governing body, and no other public official of the County who exercises any functions
so-responsibilities in the review or approval of the undertaking described in this
Contract, or in the performing of services pursuant to this Contract which effects his or
her personal interest, or any corporation, partnership, or association in which he or she
is directly or indirectly interested; nor shall any employee of the County, nor indirect, in
this Contract or the proceeds thereof.

Neither County nor Contractor shall engage the services of any person or persons
presently in the employ of the other for work covered by this Contract without the
express written consent of the employer of such person or persons.

Each party declares, represents, warrants and acknowledges that it is not an agent for
the other now, nor will it be in the future. Each party is an independent Contractor,
and neither party is or will become the employee of the other as a result of the
relationship created by this Contract.

It is understood and agreed by the parties to hereto that is any part, term, condition or
provision of this Contract is held to be illegal or in conflict with any law of this State or
of the United States, the validity of the remaining parts, terms, conditions, or provisions
shall not be affected, and the rights and obligations of the Parties shall be construed
and enforced as if the Contract did not contain the particular part, term, condition, or
provisions held to be invalid.

This Contract and documents incorporated herein by reference contain the entire
Contract between the Parties, and there are no other written or oral promises,

agreement or warrants which may effect it.

The Contractor acknowledges that it is, and will, remain fully obligated under the

provisions of this Contract, regardless of any delegation of duties or assignment or
benefits hereunder. Contractor further acknowledges and promises that the provisions
of this Contract shall be made binding on any Subcontractor(s) it may retain.
