Re: 2013 State Community Based Juvenile Services Enhancement Grant

On July 30, 2013 the County Board will be asked to authorize the Board Chairman to sign the 2013 State

Community Based Juvenile Services Enhancement grant application, certifications, and assurances.

Counties are eligible to apply for Enhancement funding if they apply for the State Community Based

Juvenile Services funding (LB 561).

The grant application requests S18,490 in funds for District 2 Juvenile Probation. 52,500 will be used for
transportation needs for youth and/or parents to and from appointments, therapy sessions, court, and

treatment providers, S1,430 will be used to facilitate the Girls Circle curriculum, $1,960 will be used to
purchase four (4) iPads for use by Probation staff, and S12,600 will be used to contract with a shelter for
bed space for youth.

The County is required to provide 5L2,328 in local match funds. The match will be met through

expenses associated with Juvenile Court evaluations and assessments administered through a licensed

service provider.

District 2 Juvenile Probation is requesting $2,500 in funding to provide youth and/or parents with
transportation services. Transportation is listed under Priority 1 of the Sarpy County Juvenile Services
Comprehensive Plan"

One of the more significant problems identified by the Community Capacity Inventory (CCI) was
transportation for youth to needed services. Opporlunities for transportation are limited for youth in Sarpy
County. For single-parent families or families with one form of transportation, programming is difficult and

sometimes impossible for youth to access from various areas of the county. The SAFE Committee identified
the lack ofdependable transportation as a barrier to youth receiving needed services throughout the county;
therefore, the need for transportation is an ongoing area of concem.

There is very limited bus service for citizens of Sarpy County, transportation for youth to needed services is
extremely difficult for some families. District 2 Juvenile Probation will provide transportation services
tluough the use of county vehicles or vouchers for cab rides and/or bus fares in order to assist families and

youth in getting to and from various court ordered services, therapy, and appointments.

Whenever possible, county vehicles will be used and Probation personnel will transport youth and parents to
appointments. In the event Probation personnel cannot transport youth and parents, vouchers will be given
for cab rides and bus fares when available.

Juvenile Probation is requesting funding for mileage reimbursement and cablbus fares.

Juvenile Probation is requesting $ 1,430 in Enhancement funds to purchase the Girls Circle prevention and

intervention curriculum materials. Girls Circle is for all girls and young women, 9-18 years. Circles are

inclusive and welcoming to all youth. Girls Circle reaches across cultures, race and ethnicity, across
dernographics, economics, sexual orientation and identity, and religion. The programs are successful in
prevention and intervention programs.

The fundarnental approach is to create connection and build a community that provides safety, respect, non-
judgment, and a listening environment. Facilitators avoid lecture or advice. They meet the group participants
where they are at and believe they have the capacity to problem solve and make good decisions regardless of
their age or backgrounds. They affinn strengths and promote leadership. Even troubled teens leam how to
use their skills and talents in positive ways.

All people desere a voice, all people deserve to be believed in, and all people want to know that they are not
alone. The programs are very successful in helping children and youth find belonging, build healthy pro-
social skills, build self-confidence, and lead purposeful lives.

. Five to ten participants and one to two facilitators

. Consistent format with verbal and experiential or expressive activities

. Age-appropriate, gender-relevant themes

District 2 Juvenile Probation is requesting $ 1,960 for four iPads to be utilized by Juvenile Probation staff.

The iPads will enable Probation Staff to access computer files during out-of-town meetings, court

appearances, while making home visits, and during other out-of-office situations. The use of iPads will
enhance the services provided to the community by the staff. Staff will be able to utilize this technology to

access services and documents for families of the youth served at home on programs. Having this
technology readily available when at the homes of families will greatly expedite the services and information
needed, allowing timelier responses to youth and families.

Curently, Juvenile Probation Staff do not have access to computer files while out of the office and must rely

on carrying paper files or waiting until they are back in the office to access information and files. Having

iPads available will be extremely beneficial and more efficient in allowing staff to have constant access to

their computer files. The iPads will assist staff in accessing, coordinating and reporting information while
attending court hearings, daily meetings, and while out-of-town at various conferences and seminars. This
tecl-rnology will allow staff members to schedule, organize, andmake better use of their time, helping to
make instant decisions due to having the ability to research and reporl on infomation immediately.

The funding secured through this grant request will help Sa.py County to enhance juvenile services currently
being provided. Sa.py County operates several programs that either divert youth from fonnal court
processing, or provide an altemative to residential placements. As part of this priority, Sarpy County will
focus on the continuation of existing programs as well as the enhancement of current projects. Efforts to
enhance programs include securing funding that will enable the County to offer services to a changing and
growing youth population.

Funding will assist in the enhancernent of services provided by Juvenile Probation which operates to serve the
youth of Sarpy County. Funding will assist with providing pro-social, team-building activities for youth
participants. These activities have been very successful in the past with building an environment that provides
safety, respect, non-judgment, and listening. The Girls Circle curriculum reaches across cultures, race and

ethnicity, across demographics, economics, sexual orientation and identity, and religion. The programs are

successful as prevention and intervention programs. This is an enhancement to curent services provided by
Juvenile Probation. These activities can be incorporated as positive reinforcement for youth.

2. Is the propqsed program a model, best-practice, evidence based, or promising practice program?

What evidence exists that the proposed program is evidence based and/effective?

According to the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP). Juvenile Probation sen,ices
are an Intermediate Sanction. Juvenile Probation is the cornerstone of the juvenile justice system and it
consists of 'Juvenile treatment programs established within and supervised by Juvenile Courts to provide
specialized services for eligible youth and their families" (www.ojjdp.gov). OJJDP states, "Probation's
Intensive Supervision Programs incorporate the delivery of a wide range of services to address offenders'
needs."

District 2 Juvenile Probation provides Supervision Programs and a wide variety of services including:
Juvenile Drug Treatment Coufi, classes such as Why Try, activities including the Trust Course, and various
pro-social events and educational services which work to address youth needs and provide alternatives to
secure and staffsecure detention.

Due to the passage of Nebraska Legislative Bill (L.B. 561), The Office of Juvenile Services will be dissolved
and the Office of Juvenile Assistance will be created which effectively transfers responsibility of juveniles
currently under the jurisdiction of the Office of Juvenile Ser-vices to the Supreme Court which will oversee

the Office of Juvenile Assistance, including the Juvenile Probation offices. As a direct result, Juvenile
Probation offices around Nebraska are expanding and enhancing programs in order to provide needed services
to additional youth.
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Funding will assist Juvenile Probation in transporting youth and parents to and from coutl appointments,

services, therapy, and treatment providers. This will enhance current services offered by Sarpy County.

Through the Community Capacity Inventory (CCI), Sarpy County found that transportation to services is a
huge barrier for some Su.py County families. There is very limited bus service throughout the county and

families with little or no transportation have a difficult time getting to appointments. This results in additional

charges for the youth which may have been avoided if alternative transportation services had been provided.

By providing transportation, the goal is to reduce the number of youth that fail to appear for court dates,

therapy sessions, or other programming requirements.

Grant funding will enhance services by offering shelter care to youth when/if needed. As a result of the

Juvenile Detention Alternatives Initiative in Sarpy County, District 2 Probation would like to have the option
of placing a juvenile being considered for detention in a less secure facility than the staff secure Juvenile

Justice Center, giving the County additional detention alternatives. This is one recommendation that has been

given to Sarpy County through JDAI and the Casey Foundation.

Additionally, funding will enhance current youth services by allowing Juvenile Probation staff to have

appropriate equipment while out of the office for training, coufi appointments, home visits, and meetings.

Access to computer files through the use of an iPad is essential in order to maintain order and provide quick,
easy, and portable infonnation and data.

4. Is this project an expansion?
If yes, please explain.

Due to L.B. 561, District 2 Juvenile Probation is required to hire an additional thirteen (13) staff. As a
result of this expansion, it is imperative that additional staff have access to files while working out of the

office, on home visits, and in court. The iPads will be an essential tool for all of the District 2 Juvenile
Probation Staff.

5. How many youth will be served: Over 250 youth will be served by District 2 Juvenile Probation
due to chanses associated with LB 561.

6. Explain how the program or activities rvill benefit current juvenile services within the county.

Funding from this grant request will allow District 2 Juvenile Probation to offer additional services for current
juveniles as well as provide Probation Staff with an efficient way to access information and data for more
effective communication with judges, families, service providers, and other Sa.py County juvenile serices.

It is imperative that juvenile services offer rehabilitation programs and prevention and intervention classes.

Providing juveniles with the tools necessary for effective communication and the capacity to problem solve

and make good decisions regardless of their age or backgrounds is essential to a youth's recovery and

rehabilitation. Classes and group sessions help affirm strengths and promote leadership for youth through
encouragement and understanding offered in a non-judgmental environment. The Girls Circle curriculum will
benefit youth by offering an additional programming option for youth to find belonging, build healthy pro-

social skills, build self-confidence, and lead purposeful lives.

In order for youth to exit a program in the juvenile justice system, they must attend various programming
options, treatment services, therapy sessions, and court appointments. Youth in Sarpy County have limited
access to public transportation. Single-family homes or homes with one form of transportation have a very
difficult time attending appointments. Therefore, providing transportation to youth andior parents will greatly
benefit youth in the county. Youth and their parents will have the option for transportation in order to avoid
further charges from being added for failing to appear for court ordered services.

As a result of the JDAI currently under way in Su.py County, several recommendations have been given for
alternatives to detention. One of the recommended altematives is to have beds available at local shelter
facilities. The shelters will offer an even less restrictive detention option than the staff secure JJC allowing

ns at the time of detention. This will have an imrnediate benefit for iuvenile serwices in the Countfitore
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as youth can be given an alternative to staff secure detention.

In addition, giving staff the ability to access their computer files while they are out of the office is an

important way to assist youth and their families. Utilizing iPads to access information will help staff to make
immediate decisions, input information while on a home visit without the added step of translating notes at a
later date, and provide information to judges, attorneys, and other service providers on demand. This will
benefit juveniles and their families with a more efficiently run office and staff.
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7. Provide a brief description of the program or activities the project will provide.

Funds from this request will assist staff from the District 2 Juvenile Probation team in two distinct areas.

Enhancement funds will allow Juvenile Probation to offer a beneficial curriculum for girls. The Girls Circle
group will rneet participants where they are at and help them to believe they have the capacity to problem
solve and make good decisions regardless of their age or backgrounds. The curriculum affirms strengths and

promotes leadership. Youth will leam how to use their skills and talents in positive ways.

Funding will help to provide youth with transportation services to and from court appointments, serices,
therapy, and treatment providers. When possible, county vehicles and Probation personnel will provide
transportation. In the event, that is not possible, vouchers for cab fare will be provided to the youth and/or
parents. One of the Priorities of the Su.py County Juvenile Services Comprehensive Plan was to seek funding
in order to provide transportation services to youth and their parents when needed to attend court ordered

appointrnents. Funding through this grant application will help Sarpy County achieve one of the goals in the

Comprehensive Plan.

Funding will provide another altemative to detention for youth in Sarpy County. One of thc

recommendations from the JDAI was to have shelter beds available for some youth who are being cottsidered

for detention at the JJC. Having beds available in a shelter facility at the time of detention will adhere to

JDAl rccornmendations which is Priority I of the Sarpy County Juvenile Services Comprehensive Plan.

Funding provided through this grant request will also assist District 2 Juvenile Probation with a more
effective way to access information and data while working with youth out of the office, in court, and on

home visits. Without access to electronic files, Probation staff must print out pertinent information or data

and carry files to and from court and home visits. Having access to the files while out of the office is a more

efficient and secure way to transport files. Paper files can get lost or forgotten, access to files through an iPad

will ensure that staff is always ready with infonnation they need in order to make decisions immediately or

provide information to parents, judges, attorneys, and service providers as needed without having to return to

the office and retrieve required documents or possibly postponing a meeting to a later date so files can

upclated u,ith any new or pertinent information that might have been missing.
