Names are placed on a waiting list for the Veterans' Home in the order applications are received by the home's Admissions Coordinator. When your name reaches the top of the waiting list, you will be notified and offered admission.  NOTE: there are separate waiting lists at each home for each type of care offered.

If you accept admission, you will be notified of date and time.

If you decline admission, your name will be removed from waiting list and application will be considered inactive.  This means the Admissions Coordinator will keep your application on file but you are no longer on the waiting list.

At any time, you can contact the Admissions Coordinator to have your name placed back on the waiting list--it will go to the bottom of the list.
If application is inactive and two (2) years have passed since application was filed, it will be cancelled.
If your name is on the waiting list and two (2) years have elapsed since the application was completed, you will be allowed to remain on the waiting list until your name reaches the top.  If at that time you decline admission, your application will be cancelled and you must reapply if you wish to be considered for admission in the future.

At your request, your application may be cancelled at any time.
